Dressage and the Times :
 Provisional dressage times will be available after 5 pm on 28th May 2024.  Arena will be open to walk at 3 pm on Friday 31st May and also prior to the commencement of dressage on Saturday morning. After your driven dressage test proceed to the cones course  
Cones:
The Cones will be driven as a fault competition. Course may contain a bridge and/or water. Cones course will be officially open for inspection on 3.00 pm on Friday 31st May till 8.30 am on Saturday 1 st  
June.  Competitors must be appropriately attired for the official course inspection. Aprons and whips not necessary. 
Marathon : The Level 1 course will be 3 sections with a maximum distance of 18 kms, 7 obstacles some of which may be water. The level 3 course will be 3 sections with a maximum distance of 13 Km,  5 obstacles. The course is set within a state Jarrah Forest. The course will be officially open for inspection from 3pm Friday 31st May. Competitors will be able to drive motorised vehicles in section B subject to weather conditions. Section A and Transfer section are closed to motorised vehicles but are open to walking or pushbikes. It is the responsibility of the competitor to present themselves at the start of section A 10 minutes before their commencement time.
Camping :
There are no powered sites. Generators are to be turned off at 9.30pm and only generators with a quiet motor are allowable. Toilets and showers available but showers to be used evenings only when generator is running. Spectators are welcome but if camping a $10 fee is required for those not registering as volunteers at the event.
Accommodation :
For those not intending to camp, there are plenty of motels/Airbnb establishments within 10km radius. Please make your own arrangements. 

Dogs :

Murray Club Grounds: 
Has limited water. Please wash horses prior to coming to the grounds. Cooling horses after the marathon must be done with a bucket and sponge. Personal showers are available at night time. Murray club relies on a generator for power. No power is available for personal use. The grounds are in a bushland setting so competitors, campers and visitors need to be aware of the danger of falling trees and branches and the possibility of encountering native animals, push bike riders and hikers.
Helmets :
Helmets must be worn on all sections of the marathon and any person on a carriage who is under 18 years of age must wear protective that must comply with the ACDS by-law on helmets .
Awards:
Rosettes awarded to placegetters (1st— 3rd) in each competition. Overall 1st—3rd place awarded to class winners.
